A wide range of energy-run devices and modem conveniences are taken for granted, and although it may seem that we will never be in danger of living without those conveniences, the fact is that many supplies of energy are dwindling rapidly. Scientists are constantly searching for new sources of power to keep modem society running. Whether future populations will continue to enjoy the benefit of abundant energy will depend on the success of this search. Solar power holds great promise for the future but methods of collecting and - concentrating sunlight are yet inefficient, as are methods of harnessing wind power.
